ooking back over the year, we have been very lucky with the  

weather in 2022 and the date for our October working party 

proved no exception. It was a lovely day when we all arrived to 

enjoy another Saturday morning 

working in the woodland around 

St. Markõs church. We had decided 

to continue the jobs we started in   

August, namely clearing the area to 

the rear of St. Markõs which had 

become very overgrown.

wo jobs remain outstanding in this area. Firstly, we need to 

give the lovely magnolia a trim and, secondly, we plan to plant 

a small hedge of yew trees, which will provide a boundary  

between the church and the woodland.  

 

With a great team at work, it is always surprising how much good can 

be done in a relatively short period of time. Equally surprising is how 

much an area can benefit from a good cutting back. It makes a space 

seem fresher and allows plants to re -form in their natural shapes. By 

the time we had finished the whole area had been improved visually, 

and the attractive blue stone of the church was again in full view  

With the area behind the 

church under control, a 

small group were able to 

tidy up around the fire 

pit. Over the summer, 

bracken had taken over 

and the fire pit itself 

had become almost  

unrecognisable. In  

addition, the ashes from 

previous fires had been 

left under and around 

the seats and had begun 

to detract from the established rustic elegance of the area. After a 

couple of hours, we managed to clear everything up and restored our 

bonfire pit to its former glory.  

 

The Friends of Chapel Wood is a group of keen  

volunteers who look after Chapel Wood, the 

Ampfield community wood that surrounds St. 

Markõs church. New recruits are always welcomed, 

so if you fancy the idea of joining some  

like -minded neighbours for a few hours once a 

month, just turn up in the St. Markõs car park at 

09:45 on the second Saturday of every month.

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Mass dials - an expedition to find some of them 

in the Test Valley  

By Liz Hallett  

 

L 
ast month we looked at Saxon sundials. It is logical to follow 

this by a look at mass dials. These seem mostly to date from 

Norman times and are quite frequently to be found scratched 

on to the stonework of old churches, (this being the reason for their 

other name of ôscratch dialsõ). They are easier to see than to  

photograph!  

 

A mass dial consists of an incised circle, often of about six inches 

diameter, with a central hole for the gnomen or rod to cause the sun 

to cast a shadow on the dial. The circle was marked out with radial 

lines, probably chiefly to tell the time of church services. These dials 

vary considerably in how well they have been preserved, and this is 

due, in part, to the fact that they were often incised by the village 

clergymen, some of whom clearly made the marks deeper than  

others. Of course, like ordinary sundials, these too are found on the 

sunny south side of churches, so they have also suffered from 

weathering over the centuries. They are usually found on the stone 

jambs of doorways or windows, often close to the main entrance.  

If you enjoyed the suggested drive last month in search of Saxon 

sundials, here is another outing for you: in a very pleasant drive up 

the Test Valley, you can find a number of mass dials. Some are 

clearer than others and in most cases 

lichen helps to obscure the engraving.  

 

Start at Timsbury . As you follow the 

path round towards the door of St  

Andrewõs Church, you will find a rather 

faint dial scratched on the south face of 

a south -east corner stone, about four 

feet from the ground.

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C 
ontinue up the Stockbridge road and stop next at St Peter and 

St Paul, Kings Somborne . This time you need to walk around 

the right hand end of the church and, along the rear  

south -facing wall, look at the third window along. Here you will find 

two clearly -defined scratch dials, with 

the central holes easily visible. They 

seem to be upside down, so must have 

been re -positioned at some time after 

they became obsolete.  

 

 

In Stockbridge there are two churches 

to explore. Old St Peterõs is on the  

corner as you reach the roundabout on the 

edge of Stockbridge. This fascinating little 

church (all that remains 

of the original village church) has a dial  

dating from c.1240 on the left (north) side of 

the main west doorway. Half way up the main 

street is the new St Peterõs, and here a 

scratch dial can be found on one of the  

windows on the west end of the building, on 

the jamb of the window lighting the north 

aisle.  

 

This was one of the many stones brought 

from the old church when the new church  

 

 

was built in Victorian times, which is why it 

has been placed where little sun is likely to 

reach it.

Saintsõ Church,  

Houghton, where you 

will find another fine example 

on the south wall of the nave.  

Passing through Romsey and  

having ôgot your eye inõ, see if 

you can find the mass dial, 

again re -used and in an un-

suitable place for its purpose, 

on the east face of the Abbey. 

Look about twelve feet up on 

the north side of the  

south -east buttress (see photo 

with dial arrowed). Itõs a  

challenge to find it but once 

you see it (level with a small section of rounded pilaster in the  

nearby angle) it is quite clear. Presumably it was once on the south 

wall of the now -demolished Lady Chapel.

E 
very season brings with it special moments, and the autumn is    

certainly no exception. It is a season of change, things are  

happening and keeping on top of everything now can pay  

dividends later. This can range from having regard to what is  

happening right now, to planning what will be sown where next 

spring.  

 

Autumn is a really good time to clear beds that have done their thing 

for the year. As the vegetation dies back but the weather remains 

mild, it is easy to create ideal conditions for pests and diseases to 

flourish. Removing the debris now helps to prevent a build up in the 

soil that can manifest itself later. But be a bit selective! Beans, and 

other members of the legume family, have the ability to fix nitrogen 

in the soil. If you look at the bean root carefully, you will see there 

are small nodules attached to it. These nodules are formed by      

bacteria from the soil that  

invade the root and basically 

swap ammonium for  

carbohydrates. The ammonium 

then converts into nitrogen. 

There is a similar argument to 

sowing green manure. Red  

clover also has the ability to fix 

nitrogen.

T 
here is another by -product of clearing away unwanted  

vegetation, and that is the attraction of watching the local birds 

digging for breakfast. As you loosen the soil to remove stuff 

you donõt want, all sorts of delicious morsels are revealed. Delicious, 

that is, if you are the average robin. We call ours Cedric. He appears as 

regular as clockwork every time there is a bit of weeding going on. It is 

difficult to say, precisely, what good he does for the soil on a purely 

scientific basis, but he is good company, if a bit of a timewaster. He is 

also an astute political commentator. He certainly provides some most 

thoughtful and reflective tweets, covering a range of subjects ð  

although most seem to centre on worms!  

 

Of course, at this time of year there are a number of crops that are 

only just coming into their own, especially the leeks and the cavolo 

nero. These beds need to be kept weeded and dead plant material   

removed. The herbs also continue to perform well, especially the flat 

leafed parsley which should be good for some weeks yet. Herbs are 

really some of the most rewarding crops to grow. They take up little 

room and make a real difference to many dishes.

This also provides a great summary 

and good ideas on what to do now as 

well as recipes. It would be great if we 

could all put together a collection of 

recipes over the summer, focusing on 

stuff that we have grown ourselves.
