Apologies for Absence

An apology for absence was received from Mr. W. M. Caswell.

892 Composition of the Council

The Clerk reported that only 7 of the existing Councillors had offered themselves for re-election and that as a consequence there were 4 Casual Vacancies that should be filled at this Meeting. This would be taken at the appropriate item on the Agenda.

893 Election of Chairman for 2003/2004

Mr. Hatley stated that he would not be offering himself for election as Chairman this year - a fact he had already stated previously. He thanked the Council for the honour of being its Chairman for the past four years. He called for nominations. It was proposed by Mr. Knight seconded by Mr. Nanson that Miss Rothwell be Chairman for the ensuing year. There being no other nominations Miss. Rothwell was declared elected.

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897 Declaration of Acceptance of Office

The three new Councillors present signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office before the Clerk to the Council. (The seven returning Councillors had signed prior to the start of the Meeting) Mr. Caswell and Mrs. McCallum would sign at a later date. The new Councillors were also given the Form "Notification of Financial and Other Interest" to complete and return to the Clerk as a matter of urgency.

Matters Arising from the Minutes

898.1
Environmental Improvements – School Area

It was noted that the works were now substantially complete and the remaining outstanding items would be dealt with by Test Valley Borough Council as part of the "snagging" process. The erection of hardwood bollards would be dealt with at this time. Test Valley had now requested payment of the £1500 promised contribution and this was authorised for payment. 

898.2 Baddesley Road

Mr. Line expressed deep concern about the continued delays with the promised works along Baddesley Road - the cycle way, the footbridge, the phasing of the traffic lights on the Hursley Road junction and the reduction in the speed limit to 30 mph. If the County Surveyor's original estimates (as stated in September 2001) were to be believed then all of these schemes would now be operational. None had even been started. The Clerk was asked to write to the County Surveyor (with a copy to our County Councillor)

898.3 Footway – A3090

The Clerk reported that the Owner of Grosvenor House, who had sent his apologies to the Council for the mess left on the footway, had swept the footway down Ampfield Hill.

It was noted that the footway near to Wingham's Lane was in a very bad state with different levels and water hydrants proud of the surface. The Clerk was asked to write to the Chief Engineer - Hampshire Highways.

905.2 2002/2003 Accounts

The Clerk (as RFO) reported that he hoped the Accounts would be available for the July Meeting of the Council
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905.3 Inland Revenue Returns

The Clerk (as RFO) reported that all Inland Revenue Returns had been completed and submitted on time.


905.4 VAT Return

The Clerk (as RFO) reported that the VAT Return for the period to 31 March 2003 had been completed and submitted to Customs & Excise.

905.5 Ampfield Village Hall

The work on the doors and windows was now complete. The work on the roof would take place in the summer and the Hall would be closed for two months whilst this work was undertaken. Test Valley Borough Council had offered a grant of £15,000 towards the cost.

905.6 Insurance

The Council's Insurance with Zurich was due for renewal on 1 June 2003. It was agreed to continue with Zurich for another year (this would be year 2)

905.7 New Bus Shelters – A3090
(a) Green Pond Lane
This item was currently deferred

(b) Morleys Lane

The Clerk reported that he and the Chairman had met with Representatives of the Owners of the land and agreed with them a possible site. It was now necessary to meet with the Highways Department to get their agreement and to ensure there were no obstructions or culverts that would make it difficult to erect the Shelter at the agreed place.

(c) Baddesley Road

The possibility of erecting a Shelter on Baddesley Road (near to North Hill Cottage) would be looked at in due course.  

905.8 Bank Mandate

A revised Bank Mandate was agreed and signed. This removed K. M. Pattani, B. J. Permain, L. K. Swan and G. Wood as signatories and added M. E. Birtwistle, K. C. McCallum, K. J. Rice and G. C. A. Roads. All other items on the Mandate remained unchanged.

905.9 Churchyard Maintenance

Mr. Hatley reported that he had been contacted by the PCC Treasurer about the contribution the Parish Council made to the costs of the Churchyard. It was understood that the revenue costs totalled some £382.53 plus a capital purchase of a "Blow Vac" amounting to £79.95. On the assumption that the Blow Vac would be made available foe Parish uses then the total cost of £462.48 could be paid.

906 Field adjoining White Horse Public House

906.1 Management Committee

It was agreed that the numbers on and the make up of the Committee be deferred to the next Meeting (this would include the Logo design etc.)
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906.2 Bye-laws

It was agreed that these needed to be formulated and the Clerk was asked to seek assistance from the Head of Leisure Services of Test Valley Borough Council.

906.3 Future Use of Field

It was agreed that the Field should be regarded as a public open space, which was used by the Cricket Club. The mobile skate ramp had been booked for a trial and this would come to the Village in due course. The need for play equipment etc would have to be ascertained and then the Management Committee could look at this when in place.

906.4 Grass Cutting & Hedge Cutting

It was agreed to use independent Contractors to cut the grass and the hedges. The Clerk was authorised to instruct Test Valley Contract Services to cut the grass and Awbridge Agricultural Contractors to cut the hedges.

Miss Rothwell and Mr. Caswell continued to represent the Parish Council at meetings that were looking at the Housing requirements for Southern Test Valley.
