Ampfield School
1856 - 2024

On Thursday 18th July a Service of Thal
Church marking the end of an era for the school which closed

officially on August 31st this year. The start of the summer holidays,

Wednesday 23rd July, was the last day that pupils were in attendance. The

final decision to close the school was made by Hampshire County Council

on March 14 2024 after a period of consultation. The school started life at

the 60l d School Housed half way up Knapp
was opened in 1896 on the corner of the start of Knapp Lane. The service

welcomed the pupils, staff, parents and some of the people whose children

had previously attended the school, as well as past governors.

It was a lively, fun service which although there was sadness, embraced the

future and wished well all those leaving the school.

His canon is exceptionally varied. He started with accomplished

Pre 0 Raphaelite style works, and then moved to portraiture, still life -
particularly flowers, and landscape. In each category, his works were of the
highest standard. It was as if he set himself a series of objectives and, when
he achieved them, he moved on to another subject. He succeeded gloriously.
His portraits were sensitive. Through the clothes worn by his subjects, he
captured the age in which they were painted. He captured the nuance in
shape and colours of the flowers perfectly. His landscapes are termed British
Impressionism, after his French counterparts.

He was devoted to Itchen Stoke, and participated fully
in village life. His landscapes are an important record
of the Itchen Valley as he painted the river in all its
differing light and shades, its bridges, the village
ponds, architecture, fauna and flora and village life. He
clearly loved his house and garden; the works on the
building, his flower beds and pergola in all seasons can
hardly have been bettered.

When he travelled further afield, he painted, in S
impressionist vogue, the Dorset beaches, and abbeys of the West Country,
particularly Tewkesbury, and nearer to home, the ruins of Netley Abbey.

We set out to the exhibition not quite knowing what to expect. We had never
heard of Fred Appleyard. We were rewarded and uplifted by what we saw. We
have become Appleyard aficionados. It was an unforgettable experience.

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Call In The Army

I n 2010 Lou and | started on our own
0Grand Designo6 to e
and generally bring it up to date.

Working with an architect, structural
engineer and planning professionals

from Test Valley Borough Council we

came up with a design that satisfied all
parties and in late December of that year
we received full planning permission to
commence work. The early stages of approved works required the
demolition of outbuildings and young family members were happy to swing
heavy hammers and reduce outhouses to rubble. Lou and | sorted through
the debris and stacked any reusable bricks for potential future use.

With the ground cleared we hired a local mini digger company to level

ground. Our digger driver was a gem and organised grab lorries to remove

spoil, one load of quality top soil being donated to the church for use in the

burial ground. If memory serves some 10
plus lorries were required to remove the
unwanted soil to lower the ground to the
@ required level.

With the ground levelled work on digging

i foundations could begin. A frequent

visitor to our site and a fount of

knowledge about the lane was George

Morgan. He came in to see us one

: afternoon after site workers had left and

can be seen next to a mini digger. Kno w|
missed by all who knew him.

During the preparatory work we interviewed a number of builders and finally
decided to use a local two man team of a bricklayer and carpenter. Lou
assumed responsibilities as project manager and | managed drawings and
contracts.

We agreed with builders that we would keep the site clean and each evening
Lou would sweep up and move debris from site and when | got home from
working in Bristol we moved bricks and blocks to where builders would need
them in the morning. By the end of a day we were exhausted and grateful for
one working bathroom where we could soak and revive aching limbs.

We designed our extension to include a vaulted ceiling using strong oak
beams to support the roof. The oak came from a yard in Copythorne where
only wood from the New Forest was machined. The team at the timber yard
were so supportive and endeavoured to help wherever they could.
Agreement was reached that they would deliver two oak beams each
weighing 0.5 to 0.75 tons and using a special tractor unit they would place
them on the concrete floor of the extension.

As Kevin McCloud is always warning, when
to plan. It proved impossible to deploy the special tractor unit owing to the

gradient of the slope leading up to the cottage. This was disappointing news

and alternative solutions such as craning the beams in proved to be a

non-st arters. It was Louds idea to speak
to an army charity of their choice a team of TA volunteers manhandled the

beams up the slope and gently placed them on trestles. Fantastic effort. One

of the crew was a building inspector who was very interested in our project

and offered some valuable advice on future work.

We encountered many novel problems during the building of the cottage, we

will always be grateful to our
building inspector and structural
engineer for being on hand when
we encountered problems and
providing such sound advice.
We finished the cottage to the
point where we were granted a
completion certificate in
September of 2014.
